While serving as a disaster prevention square (temporary evacuation site) for the surrounding
areas, it provides a place for townspeople to interact and relax in their daily lives, and is also
used as a place for various activities (events, recreation, etc.).

® Outdoor stage

Positioned as a base space for evacuation site in case
of disaster. It can be used as a contact point for
evacuation guidance or such. It can also be used as

a space to provide emergency treatment for victims.

O Lawn Space
A flat and safe space that residents in the
surrounding area can use in the event of a disaster.

(® Water storage tank

Rainwater in the square is stored and used to
water plants during drought and also as
firefighting water during a disaster.

O Furnace bench
Can be used as a cooking stove in the event
of a disaster.

O Footlights
Lighting is available even during a power outage
due to a disaster; also lamp direction can be adjusted.
